The teacher of each winning student received a Gift Card and we also awarded Gift Cards to Yvonne Smith and Renee Marek of Tippit for submitting the most essays. 
We awarded prizes of $100 for First, $75 for Second, $50 for Third and $25 for Fourth Place.
